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Three dalry plants to come up
soon in state: Agrl minister

RANCHI:Jharkhand ministerfor
agriculture and animal hus-
bandry, Randhir Kumar Singh
onTuesday said that three dairy
plants at Sahibganj, Deoghar:
and Palamu would be started
soontoincreasethestate’s milk
production.

Singh was speaking at the
launch of toned milk variant
fortlﬁedw1thv1tarmnAandDat
Hotwar in Ranchi. Jharkhand
Milk Federation (JMF), which
sells its milk products under
brand name Medha, launched
the variant for its milk consum-
ers.

The minister said that JMF
had been working to bring white
revolution in the state and
increase the milk farmers’
income.

DIWAKAR
production to 10 lakh litres in
the state,” he said.

Each of three dairy plants at
Sahibganj, Deoghar and Palamu
were coming up with produc-
tion capacity of 50,000 litres a
day and this could be expanded
to one lakh litres. Singh said a
dairy product plant would soon
besetup at Hotwar.

The new milk variant, forti-
fied with vitamin A and D,
would be available at Rs 36 per
litrein Jharkhand market. The
JMF has tied up with the Tata
Trust, which would fund the
cost of vitamin pre-mix for the
initial period of six months. This
would enable JMF to continue
supply of the product without
increasingthe price.

At present, JMF sells four
variants-toned, standard, stan-
dard special and cow milk in 17
districts of the state.

JMF managing director BS
Khanna said that cases of vita-
minD deficiency were increas-
ing with the changeinlifestyle.
“We are not getting required
sunlight on our body causing
deficiency of vitamin D. Ade-
